Case 1. CSVP 2015-2827 (BL13014, ADDC NCYU, C. Hung, H.C. Kuo, C.L.
Chen, D.Y. Lo)
Pig, 3 and 6-week-old, wet tissue of kidneys were submitted for
histopathological diagnosis. Grossly, hyperemia or congestion even
ecchymoses in corticomedullary junction and renal papilla were noted.

Case 2. CSVP 2015-2828 (NTU2013-2689, NTU, Shanny Kuo, Y.C. Chang, C.R. Jeng)
Canines, mongrel, 14-year-old, castrated male. Many soft and removable
skin masses had been noted for several years. However, these masses
gradually became larger in 2 weeks, with one of them being ulcerative and
bleeding. Previously, left renal adenocarcinoma was diagnosed on
Oct/31/2013. Surgical excision of these skin masses was performed and sent
for pathological evaluation on Nov/20/2013.

Case 3. CSVP 2015-2829 (NTU2014-2362, NTU, J.H. Lin P.H. Chang)
Canine, Schnauzer, 13-year-old, Castrated male. Two slowly growing
masses of ventral neck were noted for 2 years. The cranial mass was
enlarged suddenly for 2 month.

Case 4. CSVP 2015-2830 (103P043, Kaohsiung City Animal Protection Office,
W.C. Chen, C.Y. Ma, Y.J. Lee, C.T. Wu, J.P. Hsu)
Goat, female, 1.5-year-old, showed clinical signs of circling, dysphagia and
sialorrhea. At necropsy, there are few gross lesions except for some
congestion of meninges and sulci. The morbidity was 2.8% (20/700), and the
mortality was 2.5% (18/700).

Case 5. CSVP 2015-2831 (CW14-041, GIVP-NCHU, Y.H. Li, Y.L. Tsai, J.W. Liao)
Cuora flavomarginata, poached and in improper care, was transferred to
Endemic Species Research Institute since March, 2014. The patient was
found depressed on November 21th. Clinicopathologic examination revealed
anemia (PCV=14) on November 26th. Treatment to the patient failed to
improve the symptom of anorexia.

Case 6. CSVP 2015-2832 (CO14-917, GIVP-NCHU, K.H. Yang, Y.L. Tsai, J.W.
Liao)
Rabbit, enlargement of the left testicle was found and bilateral orchiectomy
was performed.
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
